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From the President -

An article in the December 2011
AARP Bulletin called What's
Wrong with Washington? quotes
political science professor Karen
Hult as saying behaviors of the US
citizenry are part of what’s wrong
with Washington: Our lack of
knowledge and our refusal to vote
makes it hard for politicians to rep-
resent us. The article also purports
that it is not good to elect the
“outsiders” who don’t know anything about politics because that
results in more dysfunction. The five things we CAN do are 1) en-
gage 2) study the issues 3) listen to contrary views 4) don’t take
yes for an answer; keep pushing and inquiring 5) vote. Sounds like
an LWV’er to me!

If you are reading this, you are a member of one of the most
powerful non-partisan political organizations in the United States.
In this upcoming election season, the League of Women Voters is
poised to address issues related to voter registration and the Ameri-
can Legislative Exchange Council (ALEC), which is largely re-
sponsible for voter suppression efforts as well as the “Stand Your
Ground” legislation that contributed to the delay in an arrest after
Trayvon Martin was killed. In addition, LWVUS has loudly de-
clared that it will not stand for this “war on women” being waged,
costing women necessary access to health care, under the false pre-
tense of the morality of contraceptive use.

Your local League is also geared up to tackle these issues.
We are looking for a core group of people to assist us with voter
registration this summer and early fall, at major public venues.
We’re organizing candidate forums for local school board elections
so voters will cast an informed ballot. We hope for a LARGE turn-
out at our annual meeting at which Tracey Brooks, CEO of Family
Planning Advocates, will enlighten us as to how politics is impact-
ing women’s health care. We can’t effectively combat the oppres-
sion unless we fully understand it.

While shopping in downtown Ballston Spa last week, I ran
into a new member of our League. “I feel bad,” she blurted out up-
on seeing me. “I haven’t done anything for the League yet.” I re-
sponded, “Don’t worry - you will.” What a great new member to
feel this sense of responsibility to the mission of our organization!
Thank you! Consider this a call to ALL of you to commit to one
activity prior to the November elections that will further advance
our democracy.

OBSERVER CORPS April Meeting Report

Our observers at the Law and Finance meeting
heard interesting discussions of the county’s efforts to
address Global Foundries concerns about local and
school taxes. A number of Global Foundries employ-
ees were with Denny Fineran and Barbara Thomas to
learn that the county supervisors agreed to cap the tax
payments, allow depreciation of the property at a fixed
rate and establish a fixed tax assessment for their tax
obligations to Malta and Stillwater. In this agreement
Global Foundries will not challenge its tax assess-
ments in either town court for a fixed length of time.

A number of grants received from the Homeland
Security Department for the Sheriff’s Department,
Fire/Emergency Services and Regional Hazmat pro-
grams were acted on by the Public Safety Committee
as well as a grant for the Animal Shelter from Cascade
Tissue Corporation.

The Social Programs Committee approved $20,000
to Moreau for a senior bus, and to accept additional state
funds of $15,415 for Medicare Improvements for Patient
and Provider Act/Aging and Disability Resource Center;
$13,415 for Community Services for the Elderly, and
$13,415 for Expanded In-Home Services for the Elderly.
Sandi Cross of the Office of Aging reported there are well
over 40,000 people over the age of 65 in the county.

The Public Works Committee reported to Law
and Finance on the DOT grants for the Mott Road

Bridge over the Snook Kill in Moreau for up to
$100,000; accepted funding agreements to engineering
work on the Stafford-Quaker Springs Bridge over Fish
Creek for up to $198,000; grant of easement from
OGS of state owned waters of the Hudson River for
rehabilitation and maintenance of the Dix Bridge.

There was also action recommended by the Law
and Finance Committee to issue a draft Request for
Proposals to privatize the county landfill, and to re-
scind two resolutions that required that all waste
placed in the landfill be generated in Saratoga County
and that the county had to operate it.

At Equalization and Assessment, we learned
that the county property auction raised $500,000 with
another $300,000 collected prior to the auction. The
auditor’s first quarter report was discussed as well as
the possible sale of existing county owned properties
originally intended as parks but not currently used as
such . More information will be investigated regard-
ing these properties.

We also heard the Personnel Committee act on
motions to revise the Policies and Procedures Manual
using a performance development form. In addition
the county supervisors recommended a contract with
Capital Indemnity Corporation for the county’s work-
ers compensation coverage.

THE BUDGET COMMITTEE REPORT NOMINATIONS

The Budget Committee members - Diane Whit-
burn, Marian Potter, and Mary Lou Classen - met on
March 13, 2012. The past year has seen some chang-
es in our financial position. Our League is still very
active with many activities and programs that are on-
going. However, contributions to our League have
fallen behind other years. We did not receive a major
grant that has been received over the past few
years. This was one of the reasons that our Lead-
erSpark program was not held this year.

The 2012-2013 budget was crafted with these
changes in mind. The budget committee recommend-
ed and the board approved a dues increase. At the
present time, our League keeps only $2 of our dues.
The National League is proposing a $1 increase for
the upcoming year and ty-
ing a dues increase to the
cost of living index in the
future. There is a
groundswell movement
from local and state
leagues against this pro-
posal. This will be a major
issue at the conven-
tion. Our League will have
to vote on our budget be-
fore the National convention, so we will not know if
this proposal will pass or not before we vote.

Raising the dues this year by $5.00 should let us
absorb any increases to either National or State per
member payments for quite a few years and also help
our local League's financial position. We do have a
category in the budget called "grants" that can be
used towards League dues for any member who has a
hardship case. Dues will be $55 for a single member-
ship and $80 for a household membership. The budg-
et reflects these changes. It also includes an amount
for LeaderSpark for next year, as the board would
like to continue this program.

A larger dollar amount was used from our re-
serve account to balance the budget this year. In re-
cent years we have never had to use our reserves and
hope this trend continues, but we are fortunate to
have the reserves that can be used for our programs if
needed. Thank you for your input.

(so that we can use it as a basis for action). We have
three local positions that we have kept current. At
the annual meeting you will be asked if you want to
readopt these positions (which are only excerpted
here):

POSITION ON EMERGENCY SERVICES

Position adopted in 2000, the League of Women
Voters of Saratoga County believes that all individu-
als in Saratoga County are entitled to a basic level of
fire response, police response, and emergency medi-
cal response, regardless of their place of residence or
ability to pay.

We believe that combining Emergency Medical
Services (EMS) and fire response in one organiza-
tion would result in quicker response times

There was a survey done recently and posted on
the LWVUS New Media Discussion Group on Face-
book. The survey examined where people get their
information. Not surprisingly, the age of a person
makes a really big difference in where they go for
information. For those over 40, they look for news
about politics and events in their community in news-
papers (34%), television (34%) and the Internet
(12%). No surprise, for the under 40 age group, it
was reversed: Internet (26%) television (19%), and
newspapers (16%). So while we are not going to
give up newspapers and print, clearly to be relevant
in the future, we have to be on the Internet.

The LWVUS Board approved a
new Education position at its March 2012 meeting.
The position is based on responses received from the
377 Leagues across the country that participated in
the Education Study. The position states that “the
League of Women Voters believes that the federal
government shares with other levels of government
the responsibility to provide an equitable, quality
public education for all children pre-K through grade
12. A quality public education is essential for a
strong, viable and sustainable democratic society and
is a civil right.”

Four League Position on Solid Waste

Adopted in 1991, the four Capital District
Leagues support solid waste policies that: protect
human health and safety; promote the wise manage-
ment of natural resources, including land, wildlife
and habitat, water, air and atmosphere, energy and
materials; promote the conservation of primary mate-
rials such as timber, minerals, ores and energy; pro-
mote the extensive reuse and recycling of secondary
materials; minimize the effects of hazardous materi-
als in the waste stream; make it as easy as possible
for people to use legal and responsible waste disposal
methods.

The Roles, Responsibilities and Oversight of the
Saratoga County Industrial Development Agency
(IDA) and the Saratoga Economic Development
Corporation (SEDC).

Position adopted in 2007. The League of Wom-
en Voters of Saratoga County believes that the
Saratoga County Board of Supervisors should direct
both the IDA and the SEDC to devise proactive plans
to bring business to, and market properties, in both
the Northway Corridor and Shoulder municipalities.
The IDA and SEDC should recognize the need, in all
the County’s municipalities, to provide for tax base
development, beyond residential property taxes, for
the infrastructure and services required by growth.

The League of Women Voters of Saratoga
County believes that the County Board of Supervi-
sors should provide specific, detailed direction to the
IDA.

Where the
road splits you take the right fork, which is still Excelsior. The hotel will be on your right.
